0] The Isragli army continues to intensify restrictions at checkpoints
set up at entrances to the city of Jerusalem and Al Agsa Mosgue.

@iy  The Israeli army continues to impose a blockade and deny civilian
access to a hill located in an area between the villages of Biddu and
Beit Iksa.

The Israeli army continues to close the entrance to
a Laban Market by iron boards. The Isragli army also continues to
install an iron gate at the entrance to the area of al-Hisba (the fruits and
vegetables market) in the old city of Hebron, thereby controlling
civilian accessin the area.

(i) Having evacuated civilian residents and denied civilian access, the
Isragli army continues to close the area located adong the Green Line
south of the town of Y atta.
