The Isragli army continue to increase its restrictions at checkpoints located at
the entrance to Jerusalem city, set up several flying checkpoints on the main
road leading to the city entrance and the entrance to the Old City for Friday
prayers during the Holy Month of Ramadan.
The Israeli army continues to close the ‘demarcation area’ along the Wall in
the area surrounding occupied East Jerusdlem and redtricts access to locd
residents aswell asto civilians holding specid permits.
The Isragli army continues to impose a blockade and deny civilian accessto a
hill between Biddu and Beit Iksavillages.
Closure of Main Roads:
The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks and dirt mounds the
entrance to Jaba’ village.
The Isradli army continues to close the gate dong the Wall section separating
the areaof Dahiyat Al-Bareed from Al-Ram town.
The Isragli army continues to close with an iron gate the eastern entrance to
Beit Iksavillage and forces civilians to access Jerusalem city through Qaandia
checkpoint.
Checkpoints: Isradi authorities continue to consider Qdandiya checkpoint
a“border crossing point” and designate a special crossing lane for holders of
Jerusalem I Ds and another for those possessing permits to access Jerusalem city.
Flying Checkpoint: At 21:35, Isradli forces set up a checkpoint in Al-Khan Al-
Hamra area located between Jerusalem and Jericho road, detained Awad Al-Jindi,
Nationa Security Officer and rleased him at 23:35.

The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wall gate in
Abu Distown.

The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate
on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Shargiya and Al-
Sawahira Al-Gharbiya villages, only alowing civilians holding Jerusdlem IDs
to cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using electronic devices.

Wall Congruction: Wall construction resumed in the areas north and south of
Qalandiya village; south of Al-Za’ayyem village; and in Wadi Al-Eizariya
west of the illegal settlement Ma "ale Adumim.

Wall Condruction: Wall construction continued in the area west of ‘Abud
town in the area surrounding the illegal settlement ‘Ofarim and north of Al-
Lubban Al-Gharbi and Rantis villages.

Closure of Main Road: The Isradli army continues to close with dirt mounds the
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road leading to the town of ‘Arraba east of the illegal settlement Dotan.

Flying Checkpoint: At 22:20, Isragli forces set up a checkpoint between Al-

Raid: At 02:30, Israeli forces raided Fagqu’a village.

Wall Gates. Passage through the Wall gatesisrestricted to civilians granted specid
Israeli permits, which undercuts the access to education and hedth servicesfor
civiliansliving behind the Wall.

Checkpoints: The Isragli army increased its restrictions on Paestinian access to
the Northern Jordan Valley through the Tayasir checkpoint between the hours of

Having removed the gate at
the entrance to the village of Ras Atiya; the Isradli army only alows students
to crossto their schools outside the village through the Habla gate.
Wall Condruction: Wall construction resumed in Kafr Laqgif village north of
Karnei Shomron settlement; in Immatin village northeast of Immanuel
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settlement; and east of Kafr Thulth town near Ma *ale Shomron settlement.

Raid: At 02:00, Isradli forces raided Al-Masakin Al-Sha’biya area in Nablus,
searched several homes, detained a resident , temporarily detained Mohammead
Ghanam (a Police Officer) rdleasing him at alater time then withdrew at 04:20.

On 15.04.2012, the Israeli army has opened the northern entrance to Sdlfit city

to civilian which was closed since the year 2000 and prevented access from

08:00 until 09:20.

Since 11:00 on July 30" 2012, Isradli forces have closed two roads leading to

Abu Nasar and QatanAl-Jama’ located in western area of Deir Istiya with

cement blocks.

Sincel4:00 on August 2™ 2012, Isragli forces closed the bypass road leading

to Harisvillage junction.

Checkpoints. Israeli forces continue to incresse their redrictions at Za’tara
checkpoint.

Wall Construction: Wall construction resumed in the area north of Deir Istiya
town southeast of theillegal settlement.

Closure of Main Road: The Isradi army continues to close Road # 90 between

Jericho city and Al-Oja village with cement blocks.

Checkpoints:

() Isradi forces continue to restrict access through Al-Hamra checkpoint set up
along the road connecting Jericho and Nablus Didtricts, only alowing access
to residents of Jericho Digtrict and the Jordan Valley.

(i) Isradli forcesincreased its restrictions to access at the checkpoint set up on the
junction to Al-Ouja village, only alowing access to resdents of the Jericho
Digtrict and others with access permits.

Detention: On August 8" 2012, Israeli forces positioned a Allenby Bridge

detained Adel Al-Balqi, aresident of Jenin upon his return from Jordan.

The lsradi army continues to close roads to AnNu’man village, with the
exception of the road leading to the Wall gate in the south-eastern area of the
village.
Since 15 September 2007, the Israd army has prevented civilians from
accessing or staying on 22 dunums of confiscated land in Al Mazmuriya area
in Beit Sahur and Bethlehem cities.

Closure of Main Roads:
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) The Isradi army continues to close the Beit JdaWadi Ahmed road; a road
between Um Tubaand Al-Jass ; a road between Um Tuba and Khilat Nu’man:

cement blocks.

- Raid: At 22:15, Isradli forces raided Al-Shawarat village and detained 3 residents.

Wall Congtruction: Wall construction resumed northwest of Beit Jalatown.

0 The Isradi army continues to close Al-Shuhada’ Street, Al-Sahleh and Khuzq
Al-Far areas, as well as the old gold market in Hebron’s Old City. In addition
to closing the entrance to Al-Qeis neighbourhood, the Isradli army continues
to close the entrances to the area of Al-Hisba (the fruits and vegetables
market) with an eectronic gate; Al-Laban Market aso remains closed.

(i) Since 05 January 2009, the Isragli army has closed the area located along the
Green Line south of the town of Yatta Having seized land for Wall
congtruction, the Isragli army evicted the Palestinian residents and denied them
accessto the area.

Closure of Main Roads:

0 The Isradli army continues to close the entrances to Al-Thahiriya and Al-
Samoa’ towns, Al-‘Arrub refugee camp, and Al-Tuwani and Al-Karmil
villages.

(i) The Isradi army continues to prohibit Paestinian vehicles from travelling
along the old Al-Shalala Street leading to Hebron’s Old City.

(iii) The Israeli army continues to close al roads leading to Road # 60 as well as
detour roads aong the settler bypassroad leading to Y attatown.

(iv) The Isradli army continues to close with dirt mounds a detour road leading to
the entrance to Al-Simiya village, the southern entrance of Al-Samou’ and the
entrance of Beit Annun with cement blocks.

(V) On July 25th 2012, Isradli forces closed the road connecting Al-Safaand Al-Dirat

and dso closed the entrance of south Y atta with cement blocks.

() At 09:45, Igradi forces set up a checkpoint near Beit Ummar and
assaulted and injured Mohammad Abu Mariya leaving injured with
contusions.

(i) At 15:55 and again at 01:20, Israeli forces set up a checkpoint at Halhul
Bridge.

(iii) At 21:20, Israeli forces set up acheckpoint a Khursavillage junction.

(iv) At 21:25, Isradli forces set up a checkpoint at the entrance of Al-Samou’.

At 08:00, Isradli forces raided Beit Awwa, detained a child, a university
student and searched several homes.
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Detention: Isradi forces detained Ashraf Istawi (17 years) and Abed

Settler Violence: On August 12" 2012, Isragli settlers raided Al-Dahriya,
sprayed poisonous chemicals towards livestock and killed 13 goats owned by
Jihad Nawaj’a.

Wall Congruction: Wall construction resumed in the area surrounding
theillegal settlement Eshkolot, west of Al-Thahiriyatown.

ALL DISTRITS

At 02:00 on 18 January 2009, the unilateral ceasefire declared by Isragl came into
effect. At a later time on the same day, armed Palestinian groups announced an
agreement to cease fire. The ceasefire has been further renewed on 23 June 2012 at
24:00.

On 14.12.2011, Israeli forces placed floating marks 3 miles from Gaza’s seashore
and warned fishermen against passing beyond the mark.

Palegtinian gunmen broke the ceasefire agreement by launching 3 projectiles
towardsthe Green Line.

Closure of Crossing Point: Beit Hanun (Erez) is open for humanitarian assistance,
journdigts and international access.

() Al-Muntar (Karni) Crossing is closed. Beginning on 02 March 2011, the
Crossing has been effectively closed following aunilateral Isragli decison.

Beginning on 04 January 2010,
the Crossing has been closed following aunilatera Isragli decision.

Rafah (Al ‘Awdah) Crossing is open for the exit of patients, students,
passengers with permits and International aid for school students.

Sufa Crossing is closed.

Karm Abu Salem (Karem Shalom) Crossing is open for the entry of
humanitarian supplies, cooking gas, truckloads of wheat and Livestock
feed, fuel supplies and construction materia for internationally funded
projects.
