The lsradi army intendfied its redtrictions a checkpoints located a the

entrance to Jerusalem city, set up severd flying checkpoints on the main road

leading to the city and prevented worshipers under the age of 50 from
conducting prayers at Al-Agsa mosgue compound.

The Israeli army continues to close the ‘demarcation area’ along the Wall in

the area surrounding occupied East Jerusdlem and regtricts access to locd

resdents aswell asto civilians holding specia permits.

The Isradli army continues to impose a blockade and deny civilian accessto a

hill between Biddu and Beit Iksavillages.
Closure of Main Roads:

The lsragli army continues to close with cement blocks and dirt mounds the

entrance to Jaba’ village.

The Isradli army continues to close with an iron gate the eastern entrance to

Beit lksa village and forces civilians to access Jerusdem city through

Qdandiyacheckpoint.

Checkpoints:

() Isradi authorities continue to consder Qaandiya checkpoint a“border
crossing point” and designate a special crossing lane for holders of
Jerusdem IDs and another for those possessing permits to access
Jerusdem city and at 06:00, Isragli forces closed the checkpoint impeded
thefreeflow of traffic.

(i) On September 19" 2012, Isradli forces closed Ras Khamis checkpoint
near Shu’fat camp and impeded the free flow of traffic in order to
congtruct the wall.

Home Demolition: On August 17" 2013, Isradli forces forced Ziyad Mustafa to
demolish his 110m? home in Sur Bahar areain Jerusdlem for allegedly being built
without alicence and forced him to pay hefty fines.

The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wall gate in
Abu Distown.

The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate
on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Shargiya and Al-
Slewahira Al-Gharbiya villages, only alowing civilians holding Jerusem
IDs to cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using eectronic
devices.

Wall Construction: Wall construction was halted in the areas north and south
of Qalandiya village; south of Al-Za’ayyem village; and in Wadi Al-Eizariya
west of the illegal settlement Ma "ale Adumim.

In addition to
closing the entrance to Al-Qeis neighbourhood, the Isragli army continues to close
the entrances to the area of Al-Hisba (the fruits and vegetables market) with an
electronic gate; Al-Laban Market dso remains closed.

Since 05 January 2009, the Isradli army has closed the area located adong the
Green Line south of the town of Yatta. Having seized land for Wall congtruction,
the Isradi army evicted the Paledtinian residents and denied them access to the
area. .
