Closure
The Israeli army continue to increase its restrictions at checkpoints located at
the entrance to Jerusalem city, set up several flying checkpoints on the main
road |leading to the city entrance and the entrance to the Old City.
The Israeli army continues to close the ‘demarcation area’ along the Wall in
the area surrounding occupied East Jerusdem and redtricts access to locd
residents aswell asto civilians holding specid permits.
The Isragli army continues to impose a blockade and deny civilian accessto a
hill between Biddu and Beit Iksavillages.
Closure of Main Roads:
The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks and dirt mounds the
entrance to Jaba’ village.
The Isradi army continues to close the gate dong the Wall section separating
the areaof Dahiyat Al-Bareed from Al-Ram town.
The lsragli army continues to close with an iron gate the eastern entrance to
Beit Iksavillage and forces civilians to access Jerusalem city through Qaandia
checkpoint.
Checkpoints: Isradi authorities continue to consider Qdandiya checkpoint
a“border crossing point” and designate a specid crossing lane for holders of
Jerusalem IDs and another for those possessing permits to access Jerusalem city.

The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wall gate in
Abu Distown.

The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate
on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Shargiya and Al-
Sawahira Al-Gharbiya villages, only alowing civilians holding Jerusalem IDs
to cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using eectronic devices.

Wall Construction: Wall construction was halted in the areas north and south
of Qalandiya village; south of Al-Za’ayyem village; and in Wadi Al-Eizariya
west of the illegal settlement Ma "ale Adumim because of Sabbath holiday.

Wall Gates
The Israeli army continues to restrict access at ‘Azzun *Atma Wall gate and to
search civilians, including students, using ametal detector.
The Isradi army continues to close with an iron gate the entrance to the
village of Wadi Al-Rasha and to deny civilian access. The Isragli army alows
residents to access the village through Gate #109. Having removed the gate at
the entrance to the village of Ras Atiya; the Isradli army only alows students
to crossto their schools outside the village through the Habla gate.
Wall Congruction: Wall construction was halted in Kafr Lagif village north
of Karnei Shomron settlement; in Immatin village northeast of Immanuel
settlement; and east of Kafr Thulth town near Ma ’ale Shomron settlement for
Sabbath holiday.

Closure:
The Isradi army continues to close Al-Shuhada’ Street, Al-Sahleh and Khuzq
Al-Far areas, as well as the old gold market in Hebron’s Old City. In addition
to closing the entrance to Al-Qeis neighbourhood, the Isradli army continues
to close the entrances to the area of Al-Hisba (the fruits and vegetables
market) with an e ectronic gate; Al-Laban Market also remains closed.
Since 05 January 2009, the Israeli army has closed the area located adong the
Green Line south of the town of Yatta Having seized land for Wall
congruction, the Isragli army evicted the Pa estinian residents and denied them
accessto the area.

Closure of Main Roads:
The lsragli army continues to close the entrances to Al-Thahiriya and Al-
Samoa’ towns, Al-‘Arrub refugee camp, and Al-Tuwani and Al-Karmil
villages.
The Isradi army continues to prohibit Paestinian vehicles from travelling
along the old Al-Shalala Street leading to Hebron’s Old City.

ALL On 14.12.2011, Israeli forces placed floating marks 3 miles from Gaza’s seashore
DISTRICTS and warned fishermen againgt passing beyond the mark.
Israeli Nava vessals broke the cease fire agreement by opening fire towards
Paletinian fishing boats off the shores of Khan Y unis and Rafah.
Palegtinian gunmen broke the cease fire agreement by launching projectiles
towardsthe Green Line.
