0 The lsradli army continues to increase its redtrictions at checkpoints located at
the entrance to Jerusalem city, set up several flying checkpoints on the main
road leading to the city and prevented worshipers from conducting prayers a
Al-Agsa mosgue compound.

(i) The Israeli army continues to close the ‘demarcation area’ along the Wall in
the area surrounding occupied East Jeruslem and redtricts access to locd
residents aswell asto civilians holding specid permits.

On November 14" 2011 Isragli forces placed floating marks 3 miles from Gaza’s
seashore and warned fishermen againgt passing beyond the mark and on November
24" 2012, Israeli forces imposed floating marks of 6 milesand on March 21% 2013
reimposed fishing restrictions of 3 miles.
