Israeli army continues to intensify their redrictions a the entrance to

Jerusdem city, set up severd flying checkpoints on the main road leading to

the city and prevented worshipers under the age of 50 from conducting prayers

at Al-Agsa mosgue compound.

The Israeli army continues to close the ‘demarcation area’ along the Wall in

the area surrounding occupied East Jerusdlem and redtricts access to locd

resdentsaswell asto civilians holding specid permits.

The Isradli army continues to impose a blockade and deny civilian accessto a

hill between Biddu and Beit Iksavillages.

Closure of Main Roads:

The lsragli army continues to close with cement blocks and dirt mounds the

entrance to Jaba’ village.

The Isradli army continues to close with an iron gate the eastern entrance to

Beit lksa village and forces civilians to access Jerusdem city through

Qdandiyacheckpoint.

Checkpoints:

() Isradi authorities continue to consder Qaandiya checkpoint a“border
crossing point” and designate a special crossing lane for holders of
Jerusdem IDs and another for those possessing permits to access
Jerusdem city and at 06:00, Isragli forces closed the checkpoint impeded
the freeflow of traffic.

(i) On September 19" 2012, Isradli forces closed Ras Khamis checkpoint
near Shu’fat camp and impeded the free flow of traffic in order to
congtruct the wall.

Detention: On November 6" 2013, Israeli forces detained Mohammad Abu
Khder, a resident of Shu’fat.

Home Demoalition: On November 9" 2013, Isradi forcesforced Samer Za’tarato
demolish his home 24nand imposed a financia pendty for alegedly building
without proper licencing in Agba Al-Saraya neighbourhood in the old city of
Jerusalem.

Assault on Property: On November 7" 2013, Isragli forces stormed Dahiyat A-
Barid in Jerusalem closed the offices of “Jerusalem development Association for 2
years on the orders of the Isradli Police.

Wall Gates

The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wall gate in
Abu Distown.

The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate
on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Shargiya and Al-
Sewahira Al-Gharbiya villages, only alowing civilians holding Jerusem
IDs to cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using eectronic
devices.
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Wall Construction: Wall construction was halted in the areas north and south
of Qalandiya village; south of Al-Za’ayyem village; and in Wadi Al-Eizariya
west of the illegal settlement Ma “ale Adumim for Sabbath Holiday.

Destruction of Property: At 13:00, Isradli forces served orders for the removal of
severd Olive trees located aong the main road connecting Jenin and Tulkarem in
Ya’bad 20m long and 3 km wide and is owned by 70 residents in Ya’bad.
Wall Gates. Passage through the Wall gates is redricted to dvilians granted
specid Isradli permits, which undercuts the access to education and hedlth services
for civiliansliving behind the Wall.

(i) Since 15 September 2007, the Israd army has prevented civilians from
accessing or staying on 22 dunumes of confiscated land in Al Mazmuriya area
in Beit Sahur and Bethlehem cities.

) The Isradi army continues to close the Beit JalaWadi Ahmed road; a road
between Um Tubaand Al-Jass ; a road between Um Tuba and Khilat Nu’man:
a road between Um Tuba and the wall; a road between Al-Khas village and

In addition to
closing the entrance to Al-Qeis neighbourhood, the Isragli army continues to close
the entrances to the area of Al-Hisba (the fruits and vegetables market) with an
electronic gate; Al-Laban Market dso remains closed.

(i) Since 05 January 2009, the Israeli army has closed the area located dong the
Green Line south of the town of Yatta. Having seized land for Wall congtruction,
the Israeli army evicted the Palestinian residents and denied them access to the
area. .

() The Isragli army continues to close the entrances to Al-Thahiriya and Al-Samoa’
towns, Al-*‘Arrub refugee camp, and Al-Tuwani and Al-Karmil villages.

(i) The Isradli army continues to prohibit Paestinian vehicles from travelling dong
the old Al-Shalala Street leading to Hebron’s Old City.

(iii) The Isradi army continuesto close dl roads leading to Road # 60 as well as detour
roads dong the settler bypass road leading to Y atta town.

() At 13:00, Isradli forces detained Wajih Al-Zur in Jaba Al-Zur areain the
old city of Hebron.

(i) Isradli forces detained Mustafa Ghanimat in Surif.

Attack:

() At 13:20, Isradi forces positioned in Bab Al-Zawiya areain Hebron fired
rubber coated sted bullets, stun and tear gas grenades towards severd
residents for alleged stoning and as a result injured Mohammad Joulani
(15 years old) leaving him hospitalised with contusions.

(i) At 21:30, Israeli forces positioned near Al-Urub camp fired stun and tear
gas grenades towards severd residentsfor aleged stoning.

(iii) At 07:35, Isradli forces positioned in the old city of Hebron fired rubber
coated sted bullets, stun and tear gas grenades towards severd residents
in Tariq Bin Zayed school for aleged stoning

Wall Construction: Wall construction was halted in the area surrounding

theillegal settlement Eshkolot, west of Al-Thahriyatown for Sabbath holiday.

At 21:00 on November 21% 2012, the unilateral ceasefire declared by Isragl came into
effect. At a later time on the same day, armed Paegtinian groups announced an
agreement to ceasefire.
On November 14" 2011 Isragli forces placed floating marks 3 miles from Gaza’s
seashore and warned fishermen againgt passing beyond the mark and on November
ALL 24" 2012, Israeli forcesimposed floating marks of 6 milesand on March 21% 2013
DISTRICTS reimposed fishing restrictions of 3 miles.
