Raids: At 23:55, the Israeli army, along with 7 jeeps, raided the city of Ramallah 
and closed off parts of Al-Irsal Street. The army surrounded one residential 
building in the area, near the Ministry of Interior. The army later searched one 
home, belonging to a civilian currently in an Israeli jail, and instructed the family 
to report to Israeli intelligence authorities in Beit Eel.

BETHLEHEM  

 

Military Activity: At 15:00, the Israeli army, using bulldozers, constructed a 
military road on Mount Al-Deek, close to residential areas in Beit Sahour.

Closure: The Israeli army imposed a closure over the city and prevented its 
residents from entering and exiting. 

 

Air Patrol: At 10:00, the Israeli air force conducted surveillance over the city 
center, at low altitude. 

 

Flying Checkpoints:  
(i) At 13:45, the Israeli army placed flying checkpoints near the entrance of 

Northern Shwekeh neighborhood and at the junction o Al-Ja’aroon, 
preventing vehicles from entering and exiting. 

(ii) At 11:30, the Israeli army placed a flying checkpoint near the entrance of 
Bal’a town. 

 

Raids:  
(i) At 20:30, the Israeli army raided the refugee camp of Nour Al-Shams and 

searched one house. 
(ii) At 23:50, the Israeli army, along with 6 military jeeps, raided the city and

HEBRON  

 
Raids:  

(i) At 15:00, the Israeli army raided the town of Yatta. The army surrounded 
one house, which came under heavy fire injuring one civilian. The individual 
was then arrested. 

(ii) At 16:00, the Israeli army raided the town of Doura and surrounded one 
house in an attempt to arrest a civilian, Tayseer Al-Sous. The civilian was 
not on the premises. The army instead arrested two other individuals from 
the same family. 

 

Injury: Mahmoud Yousef Abu-‘Aram, whose house came under heavy fire in 
Yatta.  

 

Arrests: The Israeli army arrested the following individuals: 
(i) Mahmoud Yousef Abu-‘Aram, 23 years, from the town of Yatta; 
(ii) Abd Al-Hamid Mahmoud Al-Sous, from Doura; and 
(iii) Abd-Aziz Mahmoud Al-Sous.
