The Isragli army continue to increase its restrictions at checkpoints located at
the entrance to Jerusalem city, set up several flying checkpoints on the main
road leading to the city entrance and the entrance to the Old City for Friday
prayers.
The Israeli army continues to close the ‘demarcation area’ along the Wall in
the area surrounding occupied East Jeruslem and regtricts access to locd
residents aswell asto civilians holding specia permits.
The Isragli army continues to impose a blockade and deny civilian accessto a
hill between Biddu and Beit Iksavillages.
Closure of Main Roads:
The Isradli army continues to close with cement blocks and dirt mounds the
entrance to Jaba’ village.
The Isradli army continues to close the gate dong the Wall section separating
the areaof Dahiyat Al-Bareed from Al-Ram town.
The Isradli army continues to close with an iron gate the eastern entrance to
Beit Iksavillage and forces civilians to access Jerusalem city through Qalandia
checkpoint.
Checkpoints: Isradi authorities continue to consider Qdandiya checkpoint
a“border crossing point” and designate a special crossing lane for holders of
Jerusdlem IDs and another for those possessing permits to access Jerusalem city.
Settler Violence: At 16:30, Isradli settlers stoned vehicles passing near “Male
Adumim” settlement, damaged Mohammad Mogbil’s vehicle and leaving him
hospitalised with contusions.
Wall Gates

The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wl gate in
Abu Distown.

The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate
on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Shargiya and Al-
Sawahira Al-Gharbiya villages, only alowing civilians holding Jerusalem IDs
to cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using electronic devices.

Wall Condgruction: Wall construction continued in the areas north and south
of Qalandiya village; south of Al-Za’ayyem village; and in Wadi Al-Eizariya
west of the illegal settlement Ma "ale Adumim.

Closure of Main Roads The Isragli army continues to close the entrances to
Sinjil village well as the junction to Kafr Malik and “‘Ein Samiya villages.
Flying Checkpaint: At 13:45, Isradli forces set up a checkpoint near Atarabridge
and fired tear gas grenades towards severd residents for aleged stoning.
Raid: At 18:15, Israeli forces raided Turmus’ayya and detained a child.

(i) At 13:45, a demondration took place in Ni’lin and Bil’in againgt the

congtruction of the Wall, clashed with Isragli forces that fired tear gas
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grenades which struck and injured an Isradli peace activigt in the head.

(i) At 13:405, a demonstration took place in Al-Nabi Saeh village againgt
dttler violence and land confiscation, clashed with Isradli forcesthat fired
tear gas grenades leaving several demondtrators suffocating from tear gas
inhalation and injured ademongtrator.

(iif) At 13:45, a demongtration took place at the entrance of Ofar prison in
Beituniya in solidarity with Palegtinian detainees and demanding their
release from Isradli prisons, clashed with Isradli forces that fired tear gas
leaving Oday Shamura and Khadir Shahin injured and leaving severd
demonstrators suffocating from tear gas inhaation as well as detaining 2
residents.

Detention:

(i) Israeli forces detained Raed Abu Odeh (16 years) in Turmus’ayya.

(i1) Isradli forces detained Akram Safi and Mu’taz Rayan near Ofar prison.
Wall Congruction: Wall construction continued in the area west of ‘Abud
town in the area surrounding the illegal settlement ‘Ofarim and north of Al-
Lubban Al-Gharbi and Rantis villages.

Passage through the Wall gates is redtricted to civilians granted
specid Isradli permits, which undercuts the access to education and hedlth services
for civiliansliving behind the Wall.

The Isradi army continues to close with an iron gate the entrance to the
village of Wadi Al-Rasha and to deny civilian access. The Isragli army alows
residents to access the village through Gate #109. Having removed the gate at
the entrance to the village of Ras Atiya; the Isradli army only alows students
to crossto their schools outside the village through the Habla gate.

In addition
to closing the entrance to Al-Qeis neighbourhood, the Isradi army continues
to close the entrances to the area of Al-Hisba (the fruits and vegetables
market) with an e ectronic gate; Al-Laban Market aso remains closed.

At a later time on the same day, armed Pdegtinian groups announced an
agreement to cease fire. The ceasefire has been further renewed on 23 June 2012 at
24:00.
ALL DISTRITS On 14.12.2011, Israeli forces placed floating marks 3 miles from Gaza’s seashore
and warned fishermen againgt passing beyond the mark.
Palegtinian gunmen broke the ceasefire agreement by opening fire and launching
projectilestowards the Green Line.
Closure of Crossng Point: Beit Hanun (Erez) is open for humanitarian assistance,
NORTHERN journalists and international access.
GAZA Palestinian Attack: On the evening of September 14™ 2012, Palestinian gunmen
launched projectiles towards the Green Line.
