Closure:

The Isradi army continuesto intensify its retrictions at checkpoints located at

the entrance to Jerusalem city, set up several flying checkpoints on the main

road leading to the city and prevented worshipers from conducting prayers at

Al-Agsa mosgue compound as a result prevented residents and workers

including those with entry permits from entering Isragli and Jerusalem.

The Israeli army continues to close the ‘demarcation area’ along the Wall in

the area surrounding occupied East Jerusdem and regtricts access to locd

residents aswell asto civilians holding specid permits.

The Isragli army continues to impose a blockade and deny civilian accessto a

hill between Biddu and Beit Iksavillages.

thefreeflow of traffic until 17:00.

(i) On September 19" 2012, Isradli forces closed Ras Khamis checkpoint
near Shu’fat camp and impeded the free flow of traffic in order to
congtruct the wall.

Agsa mosque compound in the Old city of Jerusdem and provoked worshippers.

The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wall gate in
Abu Distown.

The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate
on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Shargiya and Al-
Sewahira Al-Gharbiya villages, only adlowing civilians holding Jerusaem
IDs to cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using eectronic
devices.

Wall Congruction: Wall construction resumed in the areas north and south of
Qalandiya village; south of Al-Za’ayyem village; and in Wadi Al-Eizariya
west of the illegal settlement Ma "ale Adumim.

On November 14" 2011 Israeli forces placed floating marks 3 miles from Gaza’s
seashore and warned fishermen againgt passing beyond the mark and on November
24" 2012, Israeli forcesimposed floating marks of 6 miles and on March 21% 2013
re imposed fishing restrictions of 3 miles and again on May 21% 2013 Israel forces
imposed fishing restriction back to 6 Miles.
