() Isradi authorities continue to consder Qaandiya checkpoint a“border
crossing point” and designate a special crossing lane for holders of
Jerusdem IDs and another for those possessing permits to access
Jerusdem city and at 16:00, Isragli forces closed the checkpoint impeded
thefreeflow of traffic until 17:00.

(i) On September 19" 2012, Isradli forces closed Ras Khamis checkpoint
near Shu’fat camp and impeded the free flow of traffic in order to
congtruct the wall.

Assault on Places of Worship: On the morning of March 25" 2013, Isradli
settlers under the protection of Isradli forces stormed Al-Agsa mosgue compound
and provoked worshipers.

Settler Violence: At 02:00 on March 25" 2013, Isradli settlers set fireto 4 vehides
owned by Fihmi Abu Ali, Shawqgi Abu Ali, Mohammad Abu Ali and another
unidentied resdent in Mikhmas villagein Jerusdem.

Wall Gates

The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wall gate in
Abu Distown.

The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate
on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Shargiya and Al-
Sewahira Al-Gharbiya villages, only alowing civilians holding Jerusem
IDs to cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using eectronic
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devices.
Wall Congruction: Wall construction resumed in the areas north and south of
Qalandiya village; south of Al-Za’ayyem village; and in Wadi Al-Eizariya
west of the illegal settlement Ma "ale Adumim.
