0 The lsradli army continuesto increase its restrictions at checkpoints located at
the entrance to Jerusalem city, set up several flying checkpoints on the main
road leading to the city.

(i) The Israeli army continues to close the ‘demarcation area’ along the Wall in
the area surrounding occupied East Jerusdlem and redtricts access to locd
resdentsaswell asto civilians holding specid permits.

(iii) The Isradli army continues to impose a blockade and deny civilian accessto a
hill between Biddu and Beit Iksavillages.

Closure of Main Roads:

) The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks and dirt mounds the
entrance to Jaba’ village.

(i) The Isradi army continues to close the gate dong the Wall section separating
the area of Dahiyat Al-Bareed from Al-Ram town.

(iii) The Isragli army continues to close with an iron gate the eastern entrance to
Beit Iksavillage and forces civilians to access Jerusalem city through Qaandia
checkpoint.

Checkpoints:

() Isradi authorities continue to consder Qaandiya checkpoint a“border
crossing point” and designate a special crossing lane for holders of
Jerusdem IDs and another for those possessing permits to access
Jerusdem city and at 16:00, Isradi forces closed the checkpoint impeded
the free flow of traffic until 17:00.

(i) On September 19" 2012, Isradli forces closed Ras Khamis checkpoint
near Shu’fat camp and impeded the free flow of traffic in order to
congtruct the wall.

Detention: On the morning of January 30" 2013, Isradli forces detained 10
resdents including 4 children: Sdah Awada (14 years old), Abdd Kaim
Shayoukhi (16 years old), Mustafa Joulani (16 years old), Rashed Al-Qamari (16
years old), Mohammad Qammari, Khaed Al-Qammari, Moath Al-Shayoukhi,
Musa’ab Al-Shayoukhi, Mu’taz Al-Rgabi and Rami Gayth.

Expulsion: On January 30" 2013, Isradli forces ordered the expulsion of Tariq
Subuh, a Security guard for Al-Agsa Mosque compound ( after being detained and
interrogated by Isragli Police officers), for a period of 21 days and imposed a
financia penalty of 2500 NIS approximately $675.

Demongrations. At 14:00, a demonstration took place near the Municipdity
building in Jerusdem protesting the decisons to pave aroad (4) on land in Beit
Safafa village which connects severd settlement blocksto east Jerusalem.

The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wall gate in
Abu Distown.

The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate
on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Shargiya and Al-
Sleavawahira Al-Gharbiya villages, only alowing civilians holding Jerusdem
IDs to cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using eectronic
devices.
